Dear Green School Families,

We sure are glad to have Hurricane Irene in our rearview mirror and to have started the school year!  It was wonderful to see so many of you gathered in our courtyard for the Opening Ceremony on Wednesday – thank you for taking the time out of your busy schedules to share that special morning with us.

We covered several important topics at last week’s Orientation Sessions, and I want to use today’s letter to make sure everyone has the information we shared during last week’s Orientation Sessions. 
1. Drop-off and Pick-up & Parking

We dismiss our students at 3:45 Monday through Thursday and at 1:15 on Friday.  At dismissal time, each teacher escorts his/her students outside to the Physical Education space next to the school. We ask our students to wait here for their parents to pick them up because it is the safest place for a large group of elementary school students to wait.  

We ask our parents to do the following at drop-off and pick-up time:

· Pull into the marked drop-off zone to drop-off or pick-up their kids at drop-off and dismissal.  Please do not park in this section and get out of the car. Staff members are on hand to ensure the safe transfer of the students and to expedite this process.  
· If you are conducting business rather than dropping off or picking up (i.e. coming to the school to talk to a teacher), park in one of the GSB spots in our portion of the parking lot, on another street, or on the school’s side of Kentucky Avenue. Thank you to all of the families who parked on other streets and walked in for the Opening Ceremony!
· Never double-park on Kentucky Avenue.
· Do not park on the residents’ side of Kentucky Avenue whenever possible.
In order for this system to work as smoothly as possible, we are working with the city to make sure that the drop-off zone on the school’s side of Kentucky Avenue is open so there is plenty of space for parents to pull in to pick-up their children. The city will begin enforcing the time limits on the drop-off zone by ticketing cars that park there during the restricted hours (8:30 – 9:30 am, 3:30 – 4:30 Monday – Thursday, and 1:00 – 2:00 on Friday).  

2. Systems for communication between families and the school (please see the attached explanation)

3. Developmental growth for children at each age (ways in which you can expect your children to grow this year) – New copies will be distributed at Back to School Night.
