Dear Green School Families,

CALENDAR

2011-2012 GSB HANDBOOK

Here are a couple items from the Handbook I would like to highlight:

Opening Time: The Green School opens at 8:30 every morning for breakfast, which is available free-of-charge for all Baltimore City Public School students. Students should be in their classrooms at 8:45. All students are expected to be in their classrooms with their things put away by 9:00, so instruction can begin on time.  
Drop-Off Time: Please do not drop off your child before 8:30 because there is no adult outside to watch students dropped off early. If you arrive before 8:30, you have two options:
1. Pay for your child to attend the before-care program (see page 3)

2. Wait outside the front door until 8:30 
Heating Up Food for Lunch: We have a microwave in the dining room, and we are happy to warm up food for your child at lunch provided that it is in a microwaveable container (not aluminum foil) and will take 1½ minutes or less to warm up. 

Take Home Folders: Every student will receive a Take Home Folder, which will be sent home every Friday and should be returned to school every Monday. There will be a Stay At Home pocket and a Return to School pocket in each folder. Please empty out the Stay At Home pocket and complete the items in the Return to School pocket and send them back to school in the folder on Monday. 
Dress Code

An essential part of The Green School’s mission is that students spend time outdoors, both to investigate the local environment and to keep their bodies active.  Students’ clothing at school should be comfortable and safe, to keep our focus during the school day on the quality of students’ work.

Students at The Green School will wear uniforms consisting of:

· Green School logo t-shirt   OR

· Green School logo polo shirt   OR

· Plain solid color polo shirt AND

· Khaki-style pants, shorts, or skirts in navy, black, or khaki    AND

· Sneakers or other closed-toe shoes appropriate for daily P.E. and outdoor activities. 

We will place uniform orders, for shirts with the Green School of Baltimore logo, a few times during the year.
